Evangelization and St. Vincent

A few years ago, Pope Francis sent out his first Papal
Teaching which he entitled with the Latin phrase Gaudium Evangellii which translates
the joy of the Gospel. The message of the Gospels is so uplifting in the mind of Fran-
cis that he believes that all who are familiar with it have the obligation to evangelize.
“Evangelize” conveys the sense of spreading the Good news found in the Gospels. If
your team wins the Super Bowl you become ecstatic and want to share the good
news with everyone. So it is with the Gospel...it is such great good news you are
called to share it.

Here is how Francis puts it. “We cannot forget that evangelization is first and fore-
most about preaching the Gospel to those who do not know Jesus Christ or who have
always rejected him. Many of these are quietly seeing God...All of them have a right
to receive the Gospel. Christians have the duty to proclaim the Gospel without ex-
cluding anyone. Instead of seeming to impose new obligations, they should appear
as people who want to share their joy, who point to a horizon of beauty and who in-
vite others to a delicious banquet.”

Centuries before Pope Francis wrote, Vincent spoke in similar words in his spiritual
family about the central role of evangelization in Vincentian life. His thoughts are
summed up in Father Maloney’s biography of Vincent.

“My brothers as you enter St. Vincent's company seek to understand its purpose well
and make it your own—to follow Christ the Evangelizer of the poor. Ponder its mean-
ing. Notice that the purpose of the congregation does not lie merely in works, like
preaching missions or teaching in seminaries, as important as they may be. Rather it
is in following Christ in a specific way. St. Vincent calls on you to focus on Jesus the
Evangelizer of the poor.

Maloney further adds: “Then preach the Gospel to the poor. This is your pre-eminent
work. Listen well, my brothers and sisters, to the eloquent words of St. Vincent: ‘Our
inheritance is the poor, the poor; Jesus described His own God given mission
thusly—He sent me to preach glad tidings to the poor. What happiness! What happi-
ness! To do what the Lord came from heaven and earth to do, and by means of
which we too shall go from earth to heaven to continue the work of God.”

Maloney continues: “In his most famous conference, The End of the Congregation
(December 6, 1958), Vincent stated: ‘To make God known to the poor, to announce
Jesus Christ to them, to tell them that the Kingdom of heaven is at hand and that it is
for the poor. Oh, how great that is...so sublime is it to preach the Gospel to the poor
that it is above all the office of the Son of God.”

In another conference, Vincent stated: “Oh how happy they will be who can repeat at
the hour of their death those beautiful words of the Lord—'He sent me to preach good
news to the poor.”

May the Holy Spirit strengthen each member of the Vincentian family, not only to take
care of the physical needs of the poor, but also to tend to their spiritual needs by
sharing with the joyful Good News found in the Gospels of Jesus Christ.

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Good News and Bad News — A Look Ahead

In this report there is both good news and bad news!

The good news is that we have had an impressive year of giving in the amount of aid and service pro-
vided. The bad news is that to have a record year of providing help, there must be a lot of people in
need.

Last year, as servants of the poor, we gave over 1.5 million dollars’ worth of food, clothing, furniture,
rent, utilities, and personal hygiene items. We helped over 18,000 people in need and served over 90,000 meals in our Meals on
Wheels program.

All of our giving trends are up. The poor continue to come in ever increasing numbers to our doors for help: individuals without jobs,
families being evicted from their homes, mothers that cannot feed their children and so on.

Our present and future goal is to end poverty, “One case at a time!” Although the demographics of the poor seem similar, the educa-
tion, training, coaching, helping, supporting and nurturing requirements vary by individual and family, struggling to make the transition
from dependent to self-sufficiency. Every day, Vincentians assist with the present needs of the people we serve but we are also seek-
ing long term solutions to break the chronic cycle of poverty. Research, training and creative problem solving constitute the behind the
scenes efforts to help the poor.

Our Council sponsors other giving activities that make life a little easier and better for families in the form of Holiday Programs, schol-
arships, bicycles for transportation to jobs and the like.

We are grateful to our many benefactors that allow us to continue our diversity of programs! We remain dependent upon all
of those wonderful people!

As we go forward, we must keep mind the mantra of the Society: “No work of Charity is foreign to the Society.” We are dedicated to
our mission of service, always remembering to see the face of Christ in all whom we serve.

A special
project involved the youth group preparing hygiene kits for our Veterans. This pro-
ject was a part o the school’s Veteran’s Day celebration.

St. Vincent de Paul offers many volunteer opportunities...there’s something here for you!

Caseworkers: Caseworkers work through our 8 local Catholic Parishes in Naples. Last year, 175 volunteer caseworkers assisted
more than 14,000 children and adults from our community, conducting one-to-one interviews with each individual to determine what
type of assistance is needed: food, rent, utility bills, clothing, furniture or household items. Caseworkers coordinate with other area
agencies to provide the required assistance, with the ultimate goal of helping applicants find stability in their lives.

Meals on Wheels: Each year over 175 dedicated volunteers deliver over 94,000 meals to homebound, older and disabled adults in
Collier County. As a volunteer driver you will help to deliver hot meals during the week and spend a few welcomed minutes visiting
with recipients.

Thrift Stores: Through the help of donors and our volunteers, over $67,000 was given in in-kind store goods last year, i.e., furniture,
clothing, household goods.... Thrift store volunteers are trained to work in many areas of our thrift stores, including: receiving dona-
tions, straightening, sorting and pricing clothing, linens, household goods, books, furniture and electronics, an-
swering telephones and cashiering.

Food Pantry: Last year over $393,000 was given in food through our Choice Pantry. As a food pantry volunteer VOLU : I ERS
you can help to walk those we serve through the pantry and help with their choices or you can help in sorting

and stocking the food donations.
